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Introduction to Archiving

The “Microsoft Retail Management System – Store Operations” (hereafter referred to as RMS) does not have an inbuilt method for taking out data from the existing database, compacting and reducing the size of the active database whilst keeping an archive of the old data for reporting and audit purposes.  This Retail Realm utility was developed to address this short coming.

Installation

The archiving program has either been provided to you on a CD or as a program loaded on the PC.  Select “Setup” and press enter to continue.  
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Select Installation Folder
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Select the drive on which you wish to install.  Retail Realm recommends the default setup on C drive (C:\Program Files\Retail Realm\).
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Creating the Archive Database
The archive database is a full database with the same exact table structures as what is in the RMS program.  You should maintain archive database on the same version as the store database.  To create the archive database Retail Realm recommends that you 1st create a blank RMS database and call this “Archive”.

Access the Microsoft RMS Store Operations Administration.  Select FILE – CONNECT.  For the server type (Local) and Press ENTER.
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Now that you are connected select DATABASE – CREATE.  Then for database type Archive
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Follow the screens to create the RMSSample database.  Press the LOOP icon to select the sample database. 
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The sample database is located in:


C:\Program Files\Microsoft Retail Management System\Store Operations\DBFiles


Select the file rmsdb.bck
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Press the “Create Database Now”.
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Now that the Archive database is created you can proceed with the actual archiving.

Accessing Archiving Program
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To access the archiving program select “Start” ( “Program” ( “Retail Realm” ( “Store Operations Utilities” and “”Archive Utility”

Archiving Program

If you will be archiving data from another server and have the archive data in a different server you will need to make sure that the “SQL Server” and “Distributed Transaction Coordination” is also running.
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	Action:


	Copy: Copy the live data to archive database
Truncate: Delete the live data
Both: Copy the live data to archive database and delete from live

	Archive Date:
	When you specify "Archive Date" on start screen, the program copies all data from store database into Archive and delete all transactional data up to "Archive Date".  Date is inclusive. For 31 Dec 2002 filter is <= 31/12/2002 23:59:59
If "Archive Date" is empty the program copies all data to the archive database but does not delete them from the store database

Options
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Batch size: For more advanced users – Batch size can be specified. This is the chunk of data that the archive utility will process at one time.

Build support Indexes: For advance users – To make the archive process faster for later use, Archive Utility can add indexes to the live database.

Register
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The archiving Utility when installed on Sample database provided by Microsoft can be registered to run by typing the release code in the activation key.  If you have any other Software Code Showing you must contact your software provided to obtain the Activation key.
Running the Program
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After selecting the “Archive” option the warning screen appears that inactive data from store database will be removed.  If you wish to continue press OK.
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The archiving at this is automatic and you will see a series of screen (see below)
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If you ever need to access the data in the archived database just change the database link to point to the archive database and then go to RMS Manager to print reports or view old batches.  During the archiving List of tables where data is deleted.
